Homework-  
Spelling words will be sent via Teacher to Parents, these will be posted weekly. Pupils will need to spell 
these words correctly as well as understand them, use them in sentences and spell them consistently in 
their daily work. Children will be given a ‘Learn It’s’ timed test on a Friday. They will also complete CLIC 
and SAFE Maths tests. Please help your child to learn their times tables and’ Learn It’ facts as this will 
help them in many areas of their Maths work. This term the children will be given Big Maths homework 
sheets on a Monday, to be returned to school the following Monday. These sheets are specific to your 
child’s Maths targets and will help them achieve their target and move their learning on.  Children will 
bring their reading books home every day in their book bags and will be expected to bring them in to 
school every day. Try to read regularly with your child, asking questions about what they have read and 
encourage them to read accurately, with good expression. Please sign the Reading Record with the page 
read up to and a comment if you so wish. Additional homework may be provided to enhance the 
learning within our termly topic. 
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
